Stage 1 : Shorter term

The proposed export of bauxite (DSO) to customers at a rate of 3Mt per 

annum

Stage 2 : Longer term in conjunction with a strategic, suitably qualified
joint venture partner 

1. Carry out a feasibility study to construct and operate an alumina 

refinery with an ultimate output capacity of 800,000 tonne per annum.

2. Conduct a feasibility study to construct and operate an aluminium 

smelter to process the above refinery output.

3. Following the refinery feasibility study above a decision will be made to 
proceed with construction or alternatively, the export of bauxite will be 

expanded to 7Mt per annum for DSO.
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Mining Methodology

Å Grade control drilling will be carried out on a 25m x 25m pattern.

Å Topsoil containing seed bearing material is removed and stockpiled 

ready for rehabilitation of the mined out pit.

Å Overburden is removed and stockpiled ready for rehabilitation. BRL is 

committed to responsible rehabilitation and to exceed global best 
practice standards. This will enable long term sustainability of the 

Project.

Å Mining utilises track dozers to rip the caprock, thereby eliminating drill 

and blast operations and significantly reducing fixed plant processing. 

Where the caprock is too hard to rip with the dozer a surface miner will 
be used to break through the caprock.
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Mining Methodology

Å Mined ore is stockpiled behind mining prior to loading onto roadtrains 

for delivery to the rail siding.

Å When the pit is mined out, mining faces are contoured using dozers 

leaving gentle undulations. Overburden and topsoil is returned and the 

whole area is deep ripped before planting the desired vegetation or 
crop.

Å Mining will be carried out during daylight hours Monday to Friday 

inclusive, thereby minimising impact on the local community and 

providing an attractive shift pattern for workers.
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Mining Methodology

BRL will use surface mining machines thereby eliminating drill and blast 

operations and significantly reducing fixed plant processing.
